Jesus Heals a Centurion’s Servant

Luke 7:1-10 (NIV)

7 When Jesus had finished saying all this to the people who were listening, he entered
Capernaum. 2 There a centurion’s servant, whom his master valued highly, was sick and
about to die. 3 The centurion heard of Jesus and sent some elders of the Jews to him,
asking him to come and heal his servant. 4 When they came to Jesus, they pleaded
earnestly with him, “This man deserves to have you do this, ® because he loves our
nation and has built our synagogue.”  So Jesus went with them.

He was not far from the house when the centurion sent friends to say to him: “Lord,
don't trouble yourself, for | do not deserve to have you come under my roof. ? That is
why | did not even consider myself worthy to come to you. But say the word, and my
servant will be healed. 8 For | myself am a man under authority, with soldiers under me. |
tell this one, ‘Go,” and he goes; and that one, ‘Come,” and he comes. | say to my servant,
‘Do this,” and he does it.”

9When Jesus heard this, he was amazed at him, and turning to the crowd following him,
he said, "I tell you, | have not found such great faith even in Israel.” 1° Then the men who
had been sent returned to the house and found the servant well.

> When Jesus had entered Capernaum, a centurion came to him, asking for
help. ¢ “Lord,” he said, “my servant lies at home paralyzed, suffering terribly.”

7 Jesus said to him, “Shall | come and heal him?”

8 The centurion replied, “Lord, | do not deserve to have you come under my roof. But
just say the word, and my servant will be healed. ? For | myself am a man under
authority, with soldiers under me. | tell this one, ‘Go," and he goes; and that one, ‘Come,’
and he comes. | say to my servant, ‘Do this,” and he does it."

19When Jesus heard this, he was amazed and said to those following him, “Truly | tell
you, | have not found anyone in Israel with such great faith. 1| say to you that many will
come from the east and the west, and will take their places at the feast with Abraham,



Isaac and Jacob in the kingdom of heaven. 12 But the subjects of the kingdom will be
thrown outside, into the darkness, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.”

13 Then Jesus said to the centurion, “Go! Let it be done just as you believed it
would.” And his servant was healed at that moment.

Acts 10:23-29; 34-35 (NIV)

2 Then Peter invited the men into the house to be his guests. The next day Peter started
out with them, and some of the believers from Joppa went along. 24 The following day
he arrived in Caesarea. Cornelius was expecting them and had called together his
relatives and close friends. 2° As Peter entered the house, Cornelius met him and fell at
his feet in reverence. 26 But Peter made him get up. “Stand up,” he said, “I am only a man
myself.”

27 While talking with him, Peter went inside and found a large gathering of people. 22 He
said to them: “You are well aware that it is against our law for a Jew to associate with or
visit a Gentile. But God has shown me that | should not call anyone impure or

unclean. 22 So when | was sent for, | came without raising any objection. May | ask why
you sent for me?”

34-35 (NIV)

34 Then Peter began to speak: “I now realize how true it is that God does not show
favoritism 3 but accepts from every nation the one who fears him and does what is right.

Mark 7:24-30 (NIV)

24 Jesus left that place and went to the vicinity of Tyre.= He entered a house and did not
want anyone to know it; yet he could not keep his presence secret. 2° In fact, as soon as
she heard about him, a woman whose little daughter was possessed by an impure
spirit came and fell at his feet. 26 The woman was a Greek, born in Syrian Phoenicia. She
begged Jesus to drive the demon out of her daughter.

27 "First let the children eat all they want,” he told her, “for it is not right to take the
children’s bread and toss it to the dogs.”

28" ord,” she replied, “even the dogs under the table eat the children’s crumbs.”
29 Then he told her, “For such a reply, you may go; the demon has left your daughter.”

30 She went home and found her child lying on the bed, and the demon gone.



Luke 17:11-19 (NIV)

" Now on his way to Jerusalem, Jesus traveled along the border between Samaria and
Galilee. 2 As he was going into a village, ten men who had leprosy= met him. They stood
at a distance ¥ and called out in a loud voice, “Jesus, Master, have pity on us!”

14 When he saw them, he said, “Go, show yourselves to the priests.” And as they went,
they were cleansed.

15 One of them, when he saw he was healed, came back, praising God in a loud
voice. 18 He threw himself at Jesus’ feet and thanked him—and he was a Samaritan.

17 Jesus asked, “"Were not all ten cleansed? Where are the other nine? ® Has no one
returned to give praise to God except this foreigner?” 1 Then he said to him, “Rise and
go; your faith has made you well.”
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
